
This month, we officially launched the Coalition of Anti-Racist 
Educators. We are calling for educators across the country to 
join and help transform the places and processes of learning they
are part of. Existing members reminded us that anti-racism is a 
journey, not a destination: we are either working as anti-racist or are a part of the
racist system! 

During the launch, nembers shared that C.A.R.E is a place which offers them hope,
language and a protective space. We also heard from NME youth group members,
who shared their experiences of exclusion and oppression in the education
system, and reminded us that “they tell us to sing the national anthem in
assemblies and submit to the coloniser... justice can never be achieved without
anti-racist educators." Last September, C.A.R.E and Black Educators Alliance
launched a legal challenge against changes to the PSHE guidance, which resulted in
the DfE reviewing their plans!

Our launch ended with solidarity for 
trans families, sex workers, 
migrants, refugees, Gypsy
Romani Traveller community, those
in prisons, Bristol protestors, our 
Palestinians siblings, all the dis-
possessed and the excluded, 
marginalised, those who are othered,
rendered stateless and those 
suffering at the hands of state violence.

Education: Education is about the practice of freedom, as bell hooks has taught
us. Education takes place everywhere, anywhere and with anyone. Currently,
we are being subjected to the banking concept of education, as Paulo Freire
describes it, where "knowledge is a gift bestowed by those who consider
themselves knowledgeable upon those whom they consider to know nothing.
Projecting an absolute ignorance onto others, a characteristic of the ideology
of oppression, negates education and knowledge as processes of inquiry." 

However, we will work towards and build a new concept of education in which
we are liberated! As W.E.B Du Bois states in The Souls of Black Folk: "we are
training not isolated men but a living group of men... and the final product of
our training must be neither a psychologist nor a brick mason, but a man.
And to make men, we must have ideals, broad, pure, and inspiring ends of
living, not sordid money-getting, not apples of gold." 

At the event, we were reminded that school
exclusions are an ideological (and particularly English)
choice. We will look back at this history in shame, 
but we need your help to make this a thing
of the past! 

We engaged in a 30-minute collective 
brainstorm to determine what educational 
psychologists can do to
stop systemic oppression of the most
vulnerable and racialised groups. We 
want to thank everyone for their
contributions and becoming a part of the 
movement!
